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Dear Friends and Benefactors,

After a long silence, I come to present a brief review of the past year. One more year that will be decisive for the future of the country, its people and the establishment of Peace.

The situation was relatively stable, sporadic clashes, but with his usual batch of wounded and killed, often kidnapping, without this new Intifada chopping in this assumption is often mentioned.

Freedom of movement has not improved, while the development of Israeli settlements in the West Bank continued dramatically.

This context is not without effect on the Palestinian population, their health and well being. And that affects the population as a whole; surely it affects and may be even more worse on the poor, which include the children as well the elders, and the disabled patients who are most often the least.

While it remains difficult to link health and socio-political context of a community of people, but this is clearly not indifferent with regards to the Palestinian people.
Our activity at the creche also remains important despite the attention now being paid for Children in Need.

As long as the conflict lasts, the domination and oppression are so crushing, children suffer and more children will fall into insecurity, despair.

Many children are placed in the Crèche because they are in danger at home. We welcome others who were abandoned at birth and due to that they are in distress situation.
This year the crèche has hosted each quarter 2-3 new-born babies. Also we welcome extern children from poor families, who join the small school.

Each of these children has his own history: wounded, traumatized and sometimes in very worse situation.
The history of our children and the sociopolitical environment affects the life of the Crèche so strongly.

It is difficult to measure, calculate our activities, it affects the human and it is an unquantifiable.
How do you measure the benefit that our children get from the small school?

Undoubtedly, the effect it has on the early years of our children is positive, yet we continue to ask questions about the quality, the justice, the efficiency, etc. … of such program.
So many issues and many things concerning the wellbeing of the children are not included in any accounting report.
On Monday the 24 Of April, we attended the closing program of the school year with a small party: dancing, singing, and a play expressing the artistic beauty of spring, life and love 

Staff and volunteers are working together to serve children.

Among the volunteers: two Swiss students (2 Stephanie) specializing in psychomotor arrived by the initiative of the Swiss Association "Amis de la Creche", they are working with children, teachers and nurses.

Also a French volunteer Davide who will finish two years of volunteering at the Creche, who have rendered many services, we are very grateful for his work.

We frequently receive such good intentions, yet it is difficult to obtain a long-stay visas.
We've had enough serious problems with a little girl abandoned girl Zeina ... 
On May 4, 2008 I received a baby abandoned on a sidewalk in Hebron in a very serious conditions. Upon her arrival at the institution despite emergency treatment her condition worsened.

Inquiring about the mother, unfortunately the poor she was killed the same day.

Since her birth, two years now, we are continuous go and come to Hadassa a great hospital in Jerusalem. 2 months ago she underwent a liver biopsy, result serious "Fibrosis" she needs a liver transplant. The issues facing us were: where.. how ... with what means we can help her? ...
The answer did not wait, Providence is also ready to help us, some doctors visiting the creche saw her could not stay indifferent.

A month late, we received the response from the Hospital of Bologna in Italy: "The little girl will be admitted in a specialized center in Bologna."
All formalities have been done ... obtaining a passport, visa ... providing ambulance to  take her to Ben Gurion airport where Palestinians are unauthorized to travel through, but Zeina has been privileged, she passed.
Little children of Bethlehem you're really in the heart of God ... even your friends are benefactors do many sacrifices, generous gestures to ensure the necessary care for you. To ensure treatment for Zeina amounts that exceed our abilities have been paid to the hospital.

Dear friends, through your humanitarian deeds the hope for a real peace is possible, rows of walls erected between peoples can be overcame.

I would never be able to find the correct words to thank you for all the gestures we do in order to come to help these children to live in peace and hope of a better future.
